About the Good Friday Service

The Friday before Easter Day, on which the church commemorates the
crucifixion of Jesus. It is a day of fasting and special acts of discipline and
self-denial. In the early church candidates for baptism, joined by others,
fasted for a day or two before the Paschal feast. In the west the first of
those days eventually acquired the character of historical reenactment of
the passion and death of Christ. The liturgy of the day includes John's
account of the Passion gospel, a solemn form of intercession known as the
solemn collects (dating from ancient Rome), and optional devotions before
the cross (commonly known as the veneration of the cross). The eucharist
is not celebrated in the Episcopal Church on Good Friday, but Holy
Communion may be administered from the reserved sacrament at the
Good Friday service.

19Therefore, my friends, since we have confidence to enter the sanctuary
by the blood of Jesus, 20by the new and living way that he opened for us
through the curtain (that is, through his flesh), 2land since we have a great
priest over the house of God, 22let us approach with a true heart in full
assurance of faith, with our hearts sprinkled clean from an evil conscience
and our bodies washed with pure water. 23Let us hold fast to the confession
of our hope without wavering, for he who has promised is faithful. 24And
let us consider how to provoke one another to love and good deeds, 25not
neglecting to meet together, as is the habit of some, but encouraging one
another, and all the more as you see the Day approaching.
